Formazza: the valley where the Toce river is born and 
creates the wonderful waterfall, the 2° highest in 
Europe.  
 
Walser settlers came from the northern side of the 
Alps between the XII and the XIV centuries: breathe in 
the original atmosphere in the small villages of Riale 
and Ponte or climb part of the Sbrintz Route to the 
Gries Pass. 

To try: the famous Bettelmatt, one 
of the most extraordinary cheeses of 
the Alps thanks to the Mottolina 
grass, and the artisanal herbal teas 
and products of the Consorzio Erba 
Böna.
